· All Team members will participate in Spirit dress up days; this includes game day dress and community events i.e., Parades, Mom’s On the Run and any other scheduled community event your coach asks you to attend.  All Team members MUST wear hair up and in a bow on designated days, and proper foot ware must be worn during designated days - NO flip flops, slippers or Ugg Boots at any time.                                                                   

Behavior Standards: 

· Spirit team members must follow the Reno High School dress code at all times.

If a team member should accrue a 2nd unexcused absence, they will be removed from the team. Attendance is mandatory at all playoff games; failure to attend playoff games will forfeit the team members PE Waiver (Varsity & J.V.)  for the year as well as Athletic Letter (Varsity).    

*** Failure to comply with the above Huskies Code will result in disciplinary action that may and can lead up to removal from the Cheer & Stunt team. 

Cheer & Stunt team disciplinary action includes, benching for 1 quarter of a football or basketball game, extra conditioning, table and/or chair put back at the end of a practice. 1st Attendance Infraction: Team member will sit out at next scheduled game/competition, 2nd attendance infraction: Team member is removed from the team, Failure to attend all playoff games will result in forfeit of PE Waiver and Athletic Letter (Varsity) . 
If a Cheer & Stunt team member breaks more than 3 rules of the Huskie Code during (1) season, a meeting will be held with parents, coaches and the Athletic Director / Athletic Administrator to determine further disciplinary action which may include removal from the team.
